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Raising money online

Raise funds through everyday activities such as shopping or searching online:

· CAF Donate – Go to www.cafonline.org and put ‘CAF Donate’ in the search box. A scheme to help charitable organisations fundraise using the web, mobile devices and social media. Also has the facility to upload donations that have been taken over the phone or by post, and reclaim Gift Aid on all eligible donations.
· Localgiving.com – Get a web page, promote your group and encourage donations in a range of formats/amounts and reclaim Gift Aid. Simple and easy for community groups and small organisations to set up.
· Justgiving.com – popular online donations platform, more geared towards individuals undertaking a fundraising activity on behalf of a cause.

Making money from clicks and purchases
It's all very well to sign up to these sites but to actually raise any money you need to tell your supporters about them. Get as many people as possible to use them and the small amounts of money will soon add up.
With some there are fees to pay, but it may well be cost effective – for example using an online donation site to help you manage different payment methods and reclaim gift aid.
Regularly remind your supporters that shopping or searching using these sites raises money for you. Think about times of the year when people are likely to be using the sites (e.g. Christmas for shopping, summer for buying holidays) and remind your supporters again. Don't forget that your staff and volunteers are your supporters too and can raise money for you in this way. 
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
